ABRASIVE CLEANING

At Colonial, we have a variety of equipment and media available to meet your metal cleaning needs.
Multiple parts of almost any size can be accommodated on one of our monorail systems or roller
systems.

We also have two totally enclosed blast booths that are 60' long x 24’ wide x 18' high. These blast
booths are capable of handling very large size parts. We have several tumble blast machines, as well as

a table blasting machine for delicate or lightweight parts that cannot be tumbled.

When job specifications require it, we are able to adjust for specialized media, ferrous or non-ferrous.

CHEMICAL PRE-TREATMENT

Colonial offers various types of chemical pre-treatment, depending on the needs of your project.
For ferrous materials, we can provide iron phosphating.
For alloys (non-ferrous materials), we can use alodine for conversion coating purposes.

COATING REMOVAL

Colonial excels in coating removal services. We can remove coatings and other materials from virtually
any part quickly and without distortion.

Because of the large size of our burn-off oven (10' x 10’ x 10"), we are able to process very large parts
which often will not fit in standard burn-off ovens. We can also process multiple smaller parts on
racks in the same cycle for significant time and cost savings to our customers.
